In 2011, LCA will again award merit-based scholarships to Bucks County middle and high school students (through junior year) with demonstrated talent and career interest in the arts. The scholarship may be used to help fund such programs as art or music camp or private lessons with an art or music teacher. Eligibility Criteria

· Applicant must have a demonstrated interest and talent in at least one arts discipline.

· These funds are not for college attendance. Funds must be used by the applicant to take private lessons in the arts or to attend an arts enrichment program. 

· Applicant must be in grades 6-11 and attending a middle or high school in Bucks County, PA. 

Application Procedure

To be considered for a scholarship, an applicant must submit the following by the deadline: 

· Complete application form (including all attachments). A copy of the application form can be found at www.langhornearts.org
· Typed, one-page statement written by applicant, addressing the following: 1) Why applicant is applying for scholarship; 2) Applicant's interest in the arts; 3) Applicant's educational goals. 

· A sample of applicant's work in the arts for panel review (Dance -DVD; Music-CD/DVD; Literature-one writing sample; Visual Art-original/slides/photos/CD/DVD). [NOTE: To have samples returned, please provide a self-addressed, stamped envelope or the materials may be picked up at 312 North Bellevue Ave. in Langhorne, PA on Saturday May 14, 2011 between 9:00 and 11:00 am. LCA is not responsible for items after this date.]  

· At least one recommendation form completed by someone who is able to evaluate the applicant's aptitude and potential in the arts, not related to applicant, and if possible, will not benefit financially from the scholarship. The recommendation form is part of the application and may be found at www.langhornearts.org.  
· All Application Materials must be received by the LCA by: 5:00 pm, Friday, March 25, 2011. Note: This is not a postmark deadline date. Applications must be received by the LCA by the deadline.

Awards

There is no set award amount, but awards will be made up to $300. In accordance with the scholarship policy, all checks will be paid directly to the school, organization, or instructor the applicant selects, and must be spent within one year of the award. Applicants may reapply for up to 2 years, provided funds are available. Last year’s winners are ineligible to reapply again until 2012. Applicants will be notified of the panel's decision by April 15, 2011. All winners may be asked to participate in the 2011 Arts in the Garden Tour on May 21, 2011.  LCA Arts Scholarships will be awarded without regard to race, sex, religion, or national origin.  Awards will be presented on Saturday, May 7 at the annual LCA Spring Soiree.  Awardees, their families, and art/music instructors will be invited.
